Some common mistakes / errors
· tense 

· In lit review – when reporting previous studies, use past tense. When discussing a point, can use present tense.
e.g., Smith and Brown’s study showed that elite football players had higher levels of training motivation than recreational players.
The results of Smith and Brown suggest that a primary difference between elite and recreational football players is in their motivation for training, with elite players having more positive views of training than recreational players. 

· In results section – when reporting results, write in past tense

e.g. The average score for female participants was significantly lower than for male participants.

· Spelling and omitted/additional words – no excuse – do a thorough edit of document and have someone else read it.
· References:

· Failing to reference another’s work  (plagiarism)

· Inappropriate reference style – in text and in reference section

· Failing to include all cited references in text in the reference section

· Included references in the reference section that are not in text

· Failing to follow general formatting instructions (see attached document for guidelines)
