Methods Section
Structure: 

· Brief introduction about the study – background, specific question being addressed, design.

· Participants – who were they and how were they recruited, include screening procedures?

· Measures – describe all measures in detail – easy reading
· Procedures – step-by-step through what participants were required to do, what you measured and how
· Data analysis – what data was analysed, what analyses were conducted, descriptive and inferential analyses

· Research ethics statement.

Tips:
· Write in past tense

· Include figures for complicated testing protocols/regimes, interventions, equipment etc
· Include enough information so that study can be replicated by another

· BUT avoid unnecessary detail that is not relevant to the outcome of the study 

· All data collected should be clearly related to aims
· Have independent person who does not know what you did read it and then describe participants, measures and procedures back to you
·  Reference appropriately
